TRAFFIC SAFETY

Our solar panel project has finally been completed and our parking lot has reopened.  Please follow the guidelines below to insure that ALL of our students are safe:  

· All cars will enter the campus from 58th Street East.  The first driveway is for cars and the second is for buses only.
· All cars will exit the campus on 60th Street East. Please do not exit using 58th Street entrances and do not enter using the 60th Street exit.
· Please do not park along the front of the school and do not leave your car unattended.  We will use this area for pick up and drop off for our students.  Parents will pull forward and allow their students to have curbside pick up.  Parents will not have to get out of their cars and students will not have to enter the parking lot.
· Please remain in one line and do not go around other cars.  Campus Supervisors will provide direction as needed.  Their job is to protect our students.  Please follow their directions.

· We will encourage all students to exit the school and look for their car along the line.  If your student has not arrived and you are holding up traffic, we may ask you to go around the circle to allow traffic to keep moving.  While this may seem like an inconvenience, it will encourage students to be responsible and look for you(.
· No students will be allowed to enter the parking lot to go to a car.
We ask you to please be patient as we use this pick up and drop off process and allow about 15 minutes to get through the line.  We have observed that all cars are able to get through the line by about 2:45pm.  Please plan accordingly.
Please remember:
· No students will be allowed to cross the middle of 58th Street East or 60th Street East to go to a car parked in the dirt.  If you wish your child to go to your car and it is parked in the dirt, they will have to use our crosswalk and walk to the end of the street.  We also ask you to abide by the law and use the end of the street and the crosswalk to set a good example for our students.  The law says that pedestrians may not hold up traffic when crossing streets.  If you cross in front or behind a car, you are considered to be holding up traffic.  This also endangers our students.
· Please do not make U-turns along 58th Street or in our parking lot as it causes a disruption in the flow of traffic.  One entrance and one exit will be more efficient for all.

· Kindergarten parents and 1st grade parents may park their cars along the street or in designated parking spaces and pick up their kindergartner at the gate if he/she doesn’t have a sibling who will be picking them up.  We ask you to please be an example of safety by abiding by all school and traffic laws.
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
