A significant new investment included in the 2021-22 Enacted State Budget is
S1.75 billion for expanded learning opportunities for California’s elementary
school students, with a focus on students that are low-income, foster youth, or
English learners. While the title of the program is nearly identical, these funds
and the accompanying requirements are completely separate from the
Expanded Learning Opportunities Grant that was included in Assembly Bill (AB)
86 from earlier this year. LEA’s with an unduplicated pupil percentage (UPP)
greater than 80% will receive $1,170 per unit of the LEA’s prior year K—6
classroom-based average daily attendance (ADA), multiplied by the LEA’s UPP.
School Services of CA (SSC) estimates a total of $14,339,838 for Palmdale School
District in 2021-22 FY.

* LEA’s must offer expanded learning to all of its classroom-based unduplicated
students in grades K—6 and must provide expanded learning to at least half of
these students.

* LEA’s with UPP greater than 80% will receive at least three years of funding.
* While the Expanded Learning Opportunities Program is not required, a
mechanism for opting out of the program is still being developed by the state.
