Briefly describe the school’s plan for effectively meeting the ESSA requirements in alignment with the 
Local Control and Accountability Plan and other federal, state, and local programs. 
David G. Millen Middle School is located in Palmdale, California.  Millen Middle School serves the 
6th, 7th and 8th grades.  The new school campus officially opened in August 2015.  Millen Middle 
has a current enrollment of 1,110 students. 
 
Millen Middle School's current population is 11% white, 71% Hispanic, 6% African-American, and 
12% other. Millen currently offers 5 core subjects in English, History, Science, Mathematics, and 
Physical Education. Millen is proud to offer over 30 electives in the areas of  Theater, Journalism, 
AVID, Law & Government, ASB., PLTW, Language Lab, Media Arts, Coding, Robotics, and a variety 
of music classes.  Additionally, Millen has Honors courses in all four core subjects. 
 
Millen has 4 RSP teachers, 3 SDC teachers, 1 DHH/SDC Teacher, 1.4 Psychologists assigned, as 
well as a shared Speech and Language Pathologist.  The school is administered by a Principal and 
two full-time Assistant Principals. 
 
Millen Middle School functions on a traditional school calendar with 180 instructional school days 
374 with instructional minutes per day.    We have a waterfall schedule which rotates beginning 
class periods each day in order to maximize instructional time. 
 
School District Profile: 
Palmdale Elementary School District is the 4th largest elementary district in the state of California. 
Established in 1888, the District encompasses approximately 70 square miles in the northern section 
of Los Angeles County. The School District is located in the high desert of the Antelope Valley, 
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about seventy miles north of the City of Los Angeles.  Currently, approximately 18,000 students are 
provided a TK-8 educational program within 24 District facilities. There are currently 16 TK - 5 
Elementary Schools, 5 Middle schools (grades 6-8), 3 K-8 schools (two being dual immersion and 
the other an International Baccalaureate school of choice), and a K-6 Dual Immersion School, an 
Alternative Education Center,  and two comprehensive campuses which support students with 
severe emotional challenges, or developmental challenges.  We also have an online school 
 
         
 
Description  of  School  Programs  
The school-wide Advancement Via Individual Determination (AVID) program is designed to support 
all students through strategies that promote writing, inquiry, collaboration, organization, and reading.  
The school also offers the AVID elective for those students who qualify. DGM has an LST Learning 
Support Teacher that supports students specific needs and supports the students and classroom 
teachers with a variety of best practices and proven, effective strategies for implementation to raise 
student achievement. We have an MST teacher that is responsible for supporting teachers with the 
MSAP goals and learning practices. 
 
The school uses a restorative justice as an alternative to suspension model in lieu of out-of-school 
suspension for most students.  Students who violate the California Education Code or receiving a 
cumulative grade point average below 2.0 are pulled out of class twice a week to work in small 
groups with our Learning Support Teacher. 
 
The school uses a Positive Behavior Support model with specific training from "Capturing Kids 
Hearts" and "Restorative Justice" circles. 
 
There is a comprehensive sports program which includes Cross-Country, Volleyball, Basketball, 
Soccer, and Track & Field.  Both boys and girls participate in the sports programs. 
 
Our ASB and WEB leaders help run student activities such as career day, 6th grade mentoring 
program, bullying program, spirit week, and sports activities (home games). 
 
Extended Learning Opportunities: DGM offers a variety of In-school learning actives with before and 
after school interventions designed to support at-risk English Learns, Foster Youth, and Students of 
Poverty. These students are encouraged to attend before and after school clubs for Core support in 
core support in ELA and Math twice a week. We have instructional aides and a learning support 
teacher that works with students in small groups for intervention.  We have the STEAM Queens 
program that supports Science, Technology, Enginneering, ELA, and Math. The school offers after 
school art classes, before school book club, and after school sports. 
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Comprehensive  Needs Assessment  Components

Surveys  
This section provides a description of surveys (i.e., Student, Parent, Teacher) used during the school-
year, and a summary of results from the survey(s). 
David G. Millen completed surveys throughout the school year to assess parent, student, and 
teacher attitudes toward the school.  Results from surveys indicated that the parents were pleased 
with the instructional program at David G. Millen.   94.74% of parents surveys agreed or strongly 
agreed with the following statement: "this school has staff who believe that my child can be 
successful."   Parent sentiment concerning student opportunities for extra curricular activities was 
another strong point for DGM.  Students and parents overwhelmingly agree that the campus is 
always clean and orderly, with 89.47% agreeing or strongly agreeing with that statement.  Finally, on 
several questions, parents expressed a high comfort level on campus and believed that DGM is a 
warm and welcoming place.   The category with consistently high scores across the board is parent 
involvement.  Surveys collected have indicated areas for growth for David G. Millen.  Parents are 
eager for better communication between school and home, with only 55% of parents saying DGM 
provides information and ideas on how to help the student at home.  Another area of improvement is 
the creation of strong parent, family, and community relationships.  Only 60.52% of families stated 
that strong relationships were developed and fostered.         
 
Classroom  Observations  
This section provides a description of types and frequency of classroom observations conducted during 
the school-year and a summary of findings. 
David G. Millen utilized a mixture of formal and informal classroom observations.   DGM conducted 
walkthroughs with representatives from Capturing Kids Hearts, The Howard Group, MSAP and staff 
instructional rounds.  Admin conducted weekly informal classroom observations where teachers 
utilized progressive, data supported teaching methods and high DOK level questioning and inquiry 
based instructional strategies.   Needs gathered during walkthroughs directly affected PLC planning 
and resource allocation to support both teacher and students.  Capturing Kids Hearts was 
implemented on the campus and informal and formal observations indicated students were 
responding positively to the strategies and relationship building opportunities.  Feedback from the 
Howard Group suggested increased teacher on teacher observations and evidence of PLC's 
focused on data and cycles of inquiry to be found on PLC/staff agendas.   During the last year, 
classroom walkthroughs consisted of virtual classroom visits and teacher feedback was always 
given to the teacher in the form of emails.         
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Analysis  of  Current  Instructional  Program

Standards,  Assessment,  and Accountability  
 
Use of state and local assessments to modify instruction and improve student achievement (ESEA) 
David G. Millen utilizes multiple measures to verify student mastery of state content standards.  
Teachers and administrators implement Local Progress Monitoring (LPM) assessments to gather 
student performance and reteach as needed.  LPMs are given multiple times in the school year and 
become instrumental in PLC work at the site.  Teachers and administration utilize Star 360 Data in 
much the same way as LPMs, to identify areas where reteaching is necessary or where a 
modification of the instructional program is necessary.   State assessments (CAASPP, Dashboard) 
are also an important focus for site improvement.  Professional Learning Communities (PLC) spend 
considerable time in grade and department level time weekly analyzing and discussing data.  
Students who are identified in weekly PLC's are moved into and out of the MTSS process based on 
staff discussions and analysis of site, district, and state assessments.  DGM's has a data specialist 
who facilitates intervention programs on site and coordinates MTSS is constantly running 
professional development based on the outcomes of assessments.   Intervention programs at the 
site include Math180, Read180, Math Support, and Reading Support.  Students participate in 
intervention programs based multiple factors including grades, multiple assessments and teacher 
feedback.  English Language Learners are assessed on a quarterly basis and also are assessed 
early on the English Language Proficiency Assessments for California (ELPAC). 
 
Use of data to monitor student progress on curriculum-embedded assessments and modify instruction 
(EPC) 
Grade level and department level teams meet monthly to analyze data from LPMs, common forms of 
assessment, and classroom feedback.  The School Leadership Team utilizes observations from 
team meetings and identified student needs to plan ongoing cycles of inquiry.  Grade level teams 
meet monthly to analyze student performance and interventions are assigned based on student 
need as an ongoing MTSS process at the site.   English Language Learners are monitored via an 
online software called ELLevation.  This software is a full featured program that provides efficient 
program management, supports high quality instruction, and enables effective collaboration with 
colleagues. 
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Staffing  and Professional  Development  
 
Status of meeting requirements for highly qualified staff (ESEA) 
86% of the staff at David G. Millen are highly qualified teachers (full clear credentials).  43 out of 50 
teachers are highly qualified to teach in the State of California.   48 of the 50 DGM teachers have 
either preliminary or clear credentials. 
 
Sufficiency of credentialed teachers and teacher professional development (e.g., access to instructional 
materials training on SBE-adopted instructional materials) (EPC) 
All district adopted curriculum is implemented at David G. Millen Magnet Academy.  Teachers 
faithfully implement the curriculum and spend time in Professional Learning Communities discussing 
best practices and strategizing future lessons.  All adopted curriculum includes site based training as 
well as ongoing support.  District wide curriculum includes Studysync, E3D, TCI (history alive), 
Amplify (science), and Big Ideas Math. 
 
Alignment of staff development to content standards, assessed student performance, and professional 
needs (ESEA) 
Staff development is intentionally designed to develop capacity at the site to teach the high value 
standards, evaluate student assessment scores, and build on the needs of the teaching staff.  David 
G. Millen convenes one PLC a week to explore one or more of these high priorities.   Grade level 
and department level teams meet on a regular basis to identify power standards and evaluate 
student performance on local assessments as well as informal assessments.  Staff is given 
opportunities weekly to discuss professional needs and these needs are supported by district 
resources or trainings.  Trainings or PLC's have included reading trainings, writing trainings, math 
trainings, unconscious bias, the Howard Group, Trauma informed practices, Capturing Kids Hearts, 
and project based learning training. 
 
Ongoing instructional assistance and support for teachers (e.g., use of content experts and instructional 
coaches) (EPC) 
David G. Millen employs a teacher on special assignment that serves as a Learning Support 
Teacher (LST).  This teacher is considered a master teacher who directs her time toward studying 
assessments and data to support teachers and guide instructional and PLC decision making.  This 
teacher helps shepherd the MTSS process at the site as well as move at 'promise students' in and 
out of strategic intervention programs at the school (Math180, Read180, Reading Spt. and Math 
Spt.).  In addition to the LST, teachers have department leads that also serve on the SLT to be a 
point of contact for help within the site and the district.  Teachers are also benefitted by the 
assistance of instructional aides (SDC), EL coaches, technology coaches, math and AVID tutors. 
 
Teacher collaboration by grade level (kindergarten through grade eight [K–8]) and department (grades 
nine through twelve) (EPC) 
David G. Millen 6-8  teachers meet weekly in PLC's to collaborate in various formats.  Collaboration 
time varies between one and two hours weekly.   Teachers also collaborate on various linked teams 
on campus, including School Leadership Team, Save and Civil, MTSS, Parent Advisory 
Committees, and SSC.  Designated ELD teachers have met to collaborate with English Language 
and Tech coaches to support English Learners during distance learning. 
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Teaching  and Learning  
 
Alignment of curriculum, instruction, and materials to content and performance standards (ESEA) 
Teachers routinely collaborate in grade/department level teams to design lessons around the state 
standards.  Teachers faithfully implement board adopted curriculum that is designed around the 
state standards.  All materials and activities are designed around state standards, specifically power 
standards that are high value.  Departments meet monthly to develop vertical articulation 
agreements so all students are prepared for the next school year.  Grade level teams meet to 
develop and analyze common forms of assessment on a monthly basis. 
 
Adherence to recommended instructional minutes for reading/language arts and mathematics (K–8) 
(EPC) 
Palmdale School District Provides 350 instructional minutes for ELA and Math in grades 6-8. 

 
Lesson pacing schedule (K–8) and master schedule flexibility for sufficient numbers of intervention 
courses (EPC) 
The Palmdale School District Educational Services Department has developed a scope and 
sequence calendar for our ELA (studysync) and Math (Big Ideas) program. Students take several 
formative (LPM, STAR 360, and CFA) and summative assessments (CAASPP) and receive 
interventions based on student need.  Interventions on campus are tiered based on student need 
and include Math180 and Read180 and support classes.  A behavior intervention class also exists 
on campus called Leadership and Study Skills.  This program is offered to students struggling with 
successful school habits.   All students are moved into and out of intervention classes based on 
assessment scores on the quarters.  DGM has one teacher that serves as a dedicated intervention 
teacher. 
 
Availability of standards-based instructional materials appropriate to all student groups (ESEA) 
All of our approved district adopted curriculum is standards based and all of our students have 
access to the curriculum. 

 
Use of SBE-adopted and standards-aligned instructional materials, including intervention materials, 
and for high school students, access to standards-aligned core courses (EPC) 
Teachers are using district adopted curriculum, including Amplify (science), Studysync (ELA), Big 
Ideas Math (math), TCI (history), and E3D (English Learners).  In addition, teachers use progressive 
data supported strategies like Project Based Learning to connect students with the standards. 
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Opportunity  and Equal  Educational  Access  
 
Services provided by the regular program that enable underperforming students to meet standards 
(ESEA) 
David G. Millen  employs great first instruction with scaffolding for differentiation to support students 
"At Promise."  The master schedule is created with intervention classes built in to support struggling 
students in the areas of math, ELA, and behavior.  Work toward "AVID School wide" in an ongoing 
process to utilize data supported AVID strategies in all classes at DGM.  Cultural Responsive 
instructional practices are being used by more teachers on site and Capturing Kids Hearts are 
helping students connect emotionally with the teachers and the curriculum.  The academic counselor 
meets with "at promise" kids on a regular basis to goal set a plan to meet standards.  A fully 
functioning MTSS., led by the LST, is supporting struggling students get back on the right track. 
 
Evidence-based educational practices to raise student achievement 
AVID strategies, Capturing Kids Hearts, before and after school tutoring, high DOK questioning 
strategies, the use of scaffolding and differentiation and Trauma Informed Practices are some of the 
evidence based strategies used to raise student achievement at DGM. 
 
Parental  Engagement  
 
Resources available from family, school, district, and community to assist under-achieving students 
(ESEA) 
David G. Millen is blessed to have support in many different ways.  LCAP and Title I allow us to 
funding and the opportunity to work with our families to design a balanced and relevant curriculum to 
our students.  Kiwanis Club regularly supports the school with student recognition and reading 
materials at no cost to the student.  Local schools and the district support college and career days at 
DGM to help foster a college/career bound student with ideas and encouragement.  Parent advisory 
groups (AAPAC and ELAC)  meet monthly to inform the SSC on the most effective use of Title I and 
LPAC funds. 
 
Involvement of parents, community representatives, classroom teachers, other school personnel, and 
students in secondary schools, in the planning, implementation, and evaluation of ConApp programs 
(5 California Code of Regulations 3932) 
David G. Millen offers multiple ways for outside groups to impact the instructional program.  These 
opportunities include parent advisory committees, Promise Ambassadors, nutrition and tech classes, 
classroom and mental wellbeing classes.  SSC Committee, comprised of students, parents, 
teachers, admin, and an other staff member meet monthly to review and approve school plans and 
school budget.

Categorical funds are used to support at promise students meet standards by using afterschool 
tutoring, supporting intervention programs, enabling teachers and students to develop campus clubs 
that are highly engaging, including book clubs, and supporting field trips.

The Categorical Funds and CSI funds meets the requirements of fiscal support aligned to full 
implementation of EPC guidelines, high qualified teachers, standards based adopted 
curriculum/textbooks and appropriate monitoring systems.

Involvement  Process  for  the SPSA and Annual  Review  and Update  
David G. Millen's SPSA is a collaborative process involving district staff, site staff, students, and 
community members. Several meetings, at the site level, takes place in late August and early 
September to look at data and formulate goals for the school year based on school needs. The 
school consulted with our staff leadership team,  school site council, coffee with the Principal 
meetings, AAPAC and our ELAC members during our monthly meetings.  We meet once a month 
and parents propose ideas, provide solutions to issues, and have input on SPSA and budget. 
Parents give monthly feedback on areas of growth and improvement needed.  District staff then joins 
the discussions to offer budgetary informational and instructional support to make sure that the site 
goals are aligned with district goals and LCAP goals. The site administration puts together a SPSA 
plan and presents to School Site Council. Collaboration takes place with the SSC and the plan is 
finalized in early November. The SPSA then goes before the School Board for approval.

iii. Assess the needs of the school relative to each of the components of the 
schoolwide program under §200.28. 

iv. Develop the comprehensive needs assessment with the participation of 
individuals who will carry out the schoolwide program plan. 

v. Document how it conducted the needs assessment, the results it obtained, and 
the conclusions it drew from those results.
