S.A.G.E. Magnet Academy opened its institutional doors on August 9, 2017 
for 6th, 7th, and 8th grade students with a focus on Science, Technology, Engineering, Art, and 
Math or STEAM Magnet Academy. An additional educational benefit that S.A.G.E. students share is 
the Planetarium that is located on the campus. We are a federally recognized magnet school.  Our 
plan is to immerse our student body in the area of space and aeronautics throughout their daily 
interaction with curriculum.  Our pathway electives are tiered to provide each student (general ED, 
special ED, homeless, foster youth, male/female, any and all ethnic backgrounds) a rich sampling of 
careers in the space and aeronautics field.         
 
Description  of  School  Programs  
Our goal is to prepare students for success in high school and beyond by ensuring they are taught 
by highly qualified teachers and have access to the latest technology and curriculum.  Research-
based instruction will include hands-on activities, student collaboration, and project-based learning.  
To ensure our students have a well-rounded middle school experience, students will also have 
courses in the Arts such as music and art classes along with thematic units. 
 
All students will be enrolled in English, Math, Science, Social Science, and Physical Education 
courses along with two elective courses of their choice.

Administrators participate in weekly informal classroom observations- one week, two administrators 
walkthrough all ELA and Social Studies 6-8th grade classrooms while two other administrators 
walkthrough all math and Science 6-8th grade classrooms.  Then the following week, two 
administrators walk through all 6-8th grade P.E. & electives classes, and the other two 
administrators walk through ELA & Social Studies 6-8th grade classes, and it rotates each week.  
Administrators also conduct formal observations of certificated staff on an every other year 
rotation/cycle.  The school's leadership team (SLT) conducts learning walks once a semester, and 
each department participates in a learning walk once a year.  Our Safe & Civil/Capturing Kids' 
Hearts (CKH) committee will conduct informal walkthroughs during the school year as well.  The 
Howard Group consultant and principal/assistant principals will conduct school walkthroughs each 
semester.  Observations and learning walks are used to give feedback to the teachers and 
administrators on what is working and suggestions for improvements.  The findings last school year 
found that our school needs more training in school wide writing strategies, critical thinking, and 
structured note taking and collaborative dialogue, along with more training in culturally responsive 
teaching.

The Palmdale School District ED Services department has developed a scope of sequence calendar 
for our ELA (StudySync) and our Math program (Big Ideas).  The school's master schedule has 
intervention built in; reading/writing support classes (Read 180) and math support (math 180) as well 
as a built in English Language Development (ELD) classes to support our English learner students.

All of our approved district adopted curriculum is standards based and all of our students have 
access to the curriculum.

Teachers are using district adopted curriculum in all subject areas. Read 180, Math 180 and Step 
Up to Writing strategies are used to help students learn to organize their ideas/thoughts so they can 
improve in their writing skills.

During each school day, we offer class sections of intervention to give students what they need in 
academic support.  We also offer English Development classes to students that are second 
language learners.  Teachers use scaffolding and differentiation strategies for classroom 
interventions while teaching the content.  AVID tutors and math tutors push into the classes to 
provide support to students. 
 
Evidence-based educational practices to raise student achievement 
Teachers are working on asking higher level depth of knowledge questions to get students to think 
more critically.  Teachers are scaffolding and differentiating instruction to reach all students.  They 
are also using Step Up to Writing to help students organize their thoughts/ideas to help the students 
in their writing in all subject areas.  Teachers are working hard to develop relationships with their 
students, using strategies from Capturing Kids' Hearts and Trauma Informed Practices.  Before and 
after school tutoring is offered to support student achievement.

LCAP and Title 1 funds help the school provide family involvement events for our parents and 
students: Math and Literacy nights, science aerospace nights, Informational Assessment nights, 
AVID events.  LCAP and Title 1 funds provide before and after school tutoring for our struggling 
students as well as enrichment clubs after school like Club Elevate, Color Guard-CAP, drama, 
dance, art, Black Student Union, Astronomy, soccer, basketball, volleyball, track.  Our local 
community and businesses participate in our annual backpack giveaway, Read Across America.  
Our local businesses donate food certificates to our students for many award/incentive opportunities. 
 
Involvement of parents, community representatives, classroom teachers, other school personnel, and

The school site offers a variety of ways for stakeholders to get involved: School Site Council, English 
Language Advisory Committee, African American Parent Advisory Committee, Superintendents 
Advisory Council, and District English Learner Committee.  As a school, we offer workshops with our 
Parent Community Liaison in the areas of nutrition, positive parenting, computer skills, classroom 
help, and mental wellness. 
 
Funding

Categorical funds are used to support under-performing students by giving them access to before 
and after school tutoring and enrichment programs like art, dance, drama, Club Elevate, Black 
Student Union, sports, and book club.  The funds provide for math tutors and AVID tutors to work in 
small groups daily, hands on/interactive assemblies and field trips with an emphasis in STEAM.

The categorical funds and CSI funds meet the requirements of fiscal support aligned to full 
implementation of EPC guidelines, instructional minutes, scope and sequence/pacing guides, highly 
qualified teachers, standards based adopted curriculum/textbooks and appropriate monitoring 
systems.

ii. Identify the specific academic needs of students and groups of students who are 
not yet achieving the State's academic standards; and 

iii. Assess the needs of the school relative to each of the components of the 
schoolwide program under §200.28. 

iv. Develop the comprehensive needs assessment with the participation of 
individuals who will carry out the schoolwide program plan. 

v. Document how it conducted the needs assessment, the results it obtained, and 
the conclusions it drew from those results.
