School Profile 
 
School Description 
Cimarron Elementary School is a Transitional Kindergarten through fifth grade elementary school located in Palmdale, 
California. It is a school with 600 students, 27 teachers, and ancillary support staff. Cimarron has been in operation for 
19 years. Of the current enrollment, 34% of the student population has been identified as Limited English Proficient. 
Native languages spoken by our bilingual students are Spanish, Armenian and Tagalog. All of our teachers have their 
CLAD or SDAIE certification. Cimarron’s ethnic population is composed of 14% African American students, 77% 
Hispanic students, 7% Caucasian students, 2% of the students come from other ethnic backgrounds. 88% of the 
students receive free and reduced lunch.  Cimarron implemented the Breakfast in the Classroom program in the 2014-15 
school year. 
 
Our campus houses three Special Day Classes (SDC). We have students with special needs in TK, Kindergarten, first 
and second grades. There is a full-time speech therapist and one half full-time speech therapist. There is .8 school 
psychologist assigned to Cimarron. In addition, we have 1 resource specialist teachers who work with general education 
students (with IEPs) in need of academic support. We also have .6 PE teacher with one aide who implements a Physical 
Education program with all of our students. 
Cimarron also has two computer labs, with our technology support overseen by our Technology Support Liaison. We 
have a library with a part time library aide, a multipurpose room and two playgrounds - one of which is a self-contained 
kindergarten playground. 
 
Cimarron prepares students for the “21st Century.” We ensure that students acquire the skills for accessing, processing, 
and communicating information that enables and inspires them to become life-long learners with the ability to adjust to a 
rapidly changing world. Cimarron is a technologically advanced school that integrates technology into the curriculum.  
Students, staff, parents, and the community contribute and utilize their combined talents and resources to implement this 
integration. Technology is a tool that supports and enhances curriculum and student achievement. Technology at 
Cimarron enhances and assists students in going above and beyond the limitations of the classroom and traditional 
teaching.  We have a 1:1 ratio of students to devices in grades KIndergarten through 5th grade 
 
Our school motto is:  Cimarron...bright stars, bright futures! 
 
 
 
 
Description of School Programs 
RTI: Cimarron has a very effective Response to Intervention Team comprised of one teacher from each grade level, our 
resource teachers and chaired by our Learning Support Teacher (LST).  This team meets monthly to discuss specific 
student needs and to support the students and classroom teacher with a variety of best practices and proven, effective 
strategies for implementation to raise student achievement.  K-6 students attend clinics for 30 min. per day to reteach 
and extend grade level non-negotiable California State Standards. 
 
Bully-free program:  Teachers provide bully-free lessons focusing on conflict resolution, character education, community 
building and appreciation of diversity and human relations for all students.  These lessons are delivered a minimum of

once per week.  In addition,  students in 5th and 6th grades are selected and trained every year in conflict resolution and 
act as peer mediators during lunch recess.  The program has proven to be effective in promoting teamwork, fair play, 
and positive conflict resolution.  Students receive weekly  instruction in Digital Citizenship. 
We are a "Capturing Kids Hearts School" and are currently being trained in Positive Behavior Intervention Support 
(PBIS). 
 
 
Transitional Kindergarten is a 2 year kinder program.  Cimarron has one transitional kindergarten class, on a full day 
schedule.  The teacher builds on prior knowledge and works to ensure a strong foundation for a successful kinder 
experience.  TK has its own curriculum that is both academic and developmentally oriented. 
 
Arts Attack is an Art program offered to students in their homeroom classes 
 
Extended Learning Opportunities:  Cimarron offers a variety of before and after school programs designed to support at-
risk English Learners, Foster Youth, and economically disadvantaged Students .  These intensive and strategic targeted 
students are encouraged to attend before and  after school tutoring for core support in ELA and Math twice per week.  In 
addition, students may participate in after school extension activities, such as Tech Club or GATE Club. We also offer 
Boys and Girls Cub after school care until 6:00 PM without cost to parents. 
 
Parenting Partners -  creates partnerships between parents, students and educators to further students' academic 
success.  The Parent Engagement Education Program educates parents on how to foster a positive educational 
environment for their children both at home and at school.  The program lasts eight  weeks and is free to parents.  
Parents learn how to create a positive and lasting educational environment at home using a number of proven academic 
success tools: dedicating a home study location for homework; creating ongoing dialog with their kids' surrounding their 
academic successes and challenges; discussing children's college expectations, and much more.  Classes are taught in 
English and Spanish. 
We also have an active PTA with many opportunities for parents to be involved. 
 
 
Parent Academy - This program is designed to teach parents how to navigate the Palmdale School District system and 
specifically Cimarron School.  The classes meet once a week  for six weeks with a new topic each week.  The class is 
instructed by a Cimarron teacher and the Parent/Community Liaison in English and Spanish.
