School Profile

School Description

Ocaotillo Elementary School is located in the western portion of the city of Palmdale. The current enroliment is 730 with
students in grades TK-5. We are a school-wide Title | school with a diverse population. 20% of our students are English
Language Learners. 70% of our students receive free or reduced lunch, and we have a 6% mobility rate. Ocotillo
Elementary shares a campus and provides some support to a Head Start program and First Steps program for students
with autism in grades Pre-kindergarten. Ocotillo has two RSP classes and one SLP teacher. Gifted students are
clustered in classes and differentiated curriculum is used to best meet the learning needs of students.

Technology is a priority at Ocotillo. In addition to two student computer labs, Ocatillo has 8 mobile laptop computer carts
that contain 20 laptops each. Additionally, classrooms have student computers. TK-2nd grade classrooms have 6-10
student |-Pads each to enhance primary technology. Sixteen classrooms, all 2nd -5th grade have student Chromebooks
that are one to one. All the classrooms, grades TK-5, and special education have interactive Promethean Boards. There
are also 4 computer stations dedicated for parent use and a Promethean Board assigned for weekly and monthly parent
education workshops. All teachers have a personal assigned iPad. Online software subscriptions have been purchased
to supplement the Common Core ELA, Math, Science, and ELD programs. Grades TK-5 have FM Systems which are
voice amplification systems. Ocotillo’s library houses more than 16,500 books. The Parent Center also makes available
more than 500 books for parents to borrow and many books parents may take to build their library at home.

Enrichment activities are held after school and are funded through Title | and LCFF funds. Support to enrich learning is
focused on at-risk students (ELA and/or Math), English learners, foster youth, underrepresented populations, and GATE
subgroups. Enrichment classes are taught and supervised by Ocotillo teachers and administrators. Fee-based
enrichment activities are provided by outside contractors and are offered to enrich and engage students. Additionally, a
no-fee after school club is offered by an outside agency: Christian-based after school club, Good News Club.

Description of School Programs

AVID - Advancement Via Individual Determination, is a program dedicated to closing the achievement gap by preparing
all students for college and other post secondary opportunities. AVID teaches skills and behaviors for academic success,
provides intensive support with tutorials and strong student/teacher relationships, creates a positive peer group for
students, and develops a sense of hope for personal achievement gained through hard work and determination.
Students who struggle in their organizational skills are invited to attend Organization Nation, a small group intervention
aimed at providing materials and support to those who need support most in organizing for academic success.

Parent Involvement Program - Ocaotillo Elementary School encourages parents to be active participants in their child's
education through a variety of involvement opportunities. Activities include; family nights, volunteering, PTA, school and
district committees, parent workshops, Parenting Partners program, and Latino Literacy. Our school Parent-Community
Liaison, and Parent Involvement leadership team coordinate and facilitate the involvement opportunities and involve the
community at large to bring valuable information to the parents.

47.79% of 4th grade students and 50% of 3rd grade students did not meet the standard in ELA overall in 2016-
2017, a decline in achievement from 43% and 42%, respectively in 2015-2016.The overall percentage of students
not meeting the standard decreased in all grade levels. The percentage of students at or near standard increased in
3rd and 5th grades.

88.33% of 6th grade students nearly met, met, or exceeded the standard in ELA overall in 2016-2017, an increase
in achievement from 84% in 2015-2017.

42.32% of students in all grades were below standard in Reading in 2016-2017, a decline in achievement from 39%
in 2015-2016.

32.92% of students in all grades were below standard in Writing in 2016-2017, a decline in achievement from 29%
in 2015-2016.

There was a decrease in the percentage of students below standard in reading and listening for grades 3rd-5th. 3rd
grade had a decrease in the percentage of students below standard in all ELA sections.

46.67% of 4th grade students did not meet the standard in writing, an increase from 40.44%.

41.67% of 4th grade students did not meet the standard in research/inquiry, an increase from 36.03%

1. 25.74% of 6th grade students were below standard in Mathematics overall in 2016-2017, a slight decline in
achievement from 24% in 2015-2016.
45.52% of 3rd grade students were below standard in Mathematics overall in 2016-2017, a decline in achievement
from 40% in 2015-2016.
There was a decrease in the percentage of students not meeting the standard in 3rd and 4th grades.
51.41% of 5th grade students were below standard, an increase from 44.20%.

2. 65.45% of 6th grade students were near or above standard in Mathematics (Concepts & Procedures) in 2016-2017,
an increase in achievement from 61% in 2015-2016.

46.84% of African American students, grades 3-6, did not meet the standard in ELA overall in 2016-2017, an
increase in achievement from 48% in 2015-2016. 46.03% of African American students, grades 3-5, did not meet
the standard in ELA overall in 2017-2018, a decrease from the previous year. 22.22% of African American students
grades 3-5, met the standard in 2017-2018, an increase from 13.92%.

47.06% of African American 6th grade students were near or above standard in ELA (Reading) in 2016-2017, a
decline in achievement from 59% in 2015-2016. There was a decrease in the percentage of students below
standard in grades 3-5. 12.70% of African American students were above standard in reading, grades 3-5, an
increase from 11.39% in 2016-2017.
